The Cancer Services Program of the Finger Lakes Region (CSP-FLR) 
program has been in existence for 30 years in Upstate NY. This 
program pays for breast, cervical and colon cancer screenings and 
follow-up services at NO COST for eligible men and women who are 
unable to pay for the screenings and care out-of-pocket. For free 
cancer screenings, men and women must:

- Live in New York State
- Have no health insurance or be underinsured 
- Be age 40 or older for breast and cervical cancer screenings*
- Be age 45 or older for colon cancer screenings*

For colon cancer screenings, a quick and easy at-home screening test 
is available for individuals who utilize the program. Colon cancer is the 
2nd leading cause of cancer death among men and women in New York 
State. Colon cancer can be prevented with regular screenings.
